Day 2: Wellington to Paraparaumu

Morning: Travel to Paraparaumu (allow 50 minutes’ drive).

Afternoon: Play golf at Paraparaumu. Tee time: 12:15pm.

Evening: We can book a table at a local bar / restaurant.

Accommodation: Wrights by the Sea, Paraparaumu, Executive Room x 1 night

Day 3: Paraparaumu to Palmerston North

Morning: Travel to Manawatu GC (allow 90 minutes’ drive)

Afternoon: Golf at Manawatu GC. Tee time: 12:15pm

Evening: We can book a table at a local bar / restaurant.

Accommodation: Copthorne Hotel Palmerston North, Superior Room x 1 night

Day 4: Palmerston North to Taupo

Morning: Travel to Rangatira GC (allow 60 minutes’ drive). Play golf at Rangatira. Tee time: 10:30am

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The Golf Courses

Royal Wellington

Royal Wellington is located in Heretaunga, 25 minutes drive from central Wellington. A newly designed
(2013), Turner MacPherson championship golf course in a stunning parkland setting, arguably one of the
finest club golf courses and club house in New Zealand. The Heretaunga golf course is, arguably, New
Zealand’s finest private members parkland course and certainly one of its most beautiful. Sited on an
ancient river bed it weaves its way over crumpled ground through cultivated parkland hosting thousands
of mature native and exotic trees. Birdlife is abundant. Water in the form of several creeks and a large
lake are all in play and present a true challenge for the adventurers and the unwary. Undulating greens
complexes provide further challenge. Heretaunga is a true test of golf and the most beautiful walk in the
park.

Paraparaumu Beach (North of Wellington)

Paraparaumu Beach Golf Club is located on the Kapati Coast, 50 kilometres north of Wellington city
centre. The course has played host to 12 New Zealand Opens and has long been regarded by many as the
spiritual home of New Zealand Golf. Some of the biggest names in the sport have graced these fairways,
from Gary Player and five-time Open Championship winner Peter Thompson through to Corey Pavin,
Michael Campbell and in 2002 the worlds number 1 golfer, Tiger Woods. Designed in 1949 by Alex
Russell, whose design credits include the world-famous Royal Melbourne golf course, Paraparaumu
Beach is a regular inside the World Top 100 Golf Course lists and is considered one of the best links
courses in the Southern Hemisphere. Modelled on some of the best links golf courses of Britain and
Ireland, the challenging layout threads its way through magnificent links land just north of Wellington,
and once you’ve experienced it, you’ll understand just why golf played at Paraparaumu Beach Golf
Course is golf at its purest.

Manawatu Golf Club

The Manawatu Golf Club is situated in Palmerston North's suburb of Hokowhitu, bordering the banks of
the Manawatu River and the city's Centennial Lagoon. The Club claims the title of the oldest golf course
in New Zealand and has a proud history of hosting New Zealand's top Professional and Amateur events
including the 2017 and 2018 NZPGA Championships, 5 NZ Open Championships, 8 NZ Amateur
Championships and various other national championships. The course is regarded as Manawatu's premier
18 hole layout, and provides a challenging yet fair test for golfers of all abilities. Tree-lined, beautifully
manicured fairways, fast rolling greens and over 50 challenging white sand bunkers feature throughout
the parklike course.

Rangatira Golf Club

Join us for golf at this unique 18 hole course situated in the heart of the Rangitikei. What gives Rangatira
that uniqueness; the course is built on three levels, stunning views of the Rangitikei River, and a ride in
the Electric Cable Car, the only one of its kind in New Zealand. There are no bunkers. We are on State
Highway One 12km North of Hunterville. Rangatira is arguably one of the best golf courses in the lower
North Island as featured on Sky TVs “The Golf Club” November 2009. We were also the winner Golf
Rankings 'Hidden Gem' award.
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Wairakei Golf and Sanctuary

Wairakei lies on 180 hectares of natural rolling countryside, 6460 metres from championship tees with
108 large well placed bunkers and was developed to meet the rigorous design standards required for
world-class championship competitions. Wairakei golf course has been skillfully designed to blend with
the surrounding native bush. Prolific birdsong, picturesque scenery and a unique pest-proof sanctuary (the
first of its kind) has led to Wairakei being recognised by many as New Zealand’s number one golf course.
The predator-free sanctuary offers a safe haven to fallow deer and many birdlife including mixed colour
pheasants, guinea fowl, ducks, native kiwi and takahe, which are all free to roam around the course.
